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HISTORY OF THE

MISSOURI STATE CAPITAL CHAPTER (MOCAP)

SGMP (SOCIETY OF GOVERNMENT MEETING PLANNERS


The Missouri State Capital began as a simple common sense thought of “why not?” in early 1992.  Lii Pfaff, Captial Plaza Hotel, Jefferson City planted the seed, and it just  seemed the natural thing to do.  Lil moved to Jefferson City from Denver, where she was a member, and served on the board of the Colorado Chapter.  Finding herself located in the heart of Missouri state government, she was surprised to learn that SGMP did not exist here.  Teaming up with Larry Kloud, chief of training for the Missouri Department of Social Services, Division of Child Support Enforcement, and a recent member of the St. Louis – Gateway Chapter, they started the ball rolling.  Larry and Lil sent out an eye-catching flyer to bring planner and supplier together to determine the interest in establishing a chapter in Jefferson City.

On July 29, 1992 at the historic Lohman Building on Jefferson Landing in the heart of Jefferson City, the first meeting to bring government planner and supplier was a tremendous success. The program topic for that first meeting was Meeting Planner Nightmares. Once participants discovered how getting together in one place in an open forum where each could express their concerns benefited everyone, the concept of a Jefferson City Chapter took off.  Several attendees immediately volunteered to become a part of the steering Committee that led to the formation of tile chapter.  The committee consisted of:

Regular monthly meetings were conducted, contributions from various suppliers supported the chapter start up meetings and interest continued to grow.  In December 1992, the Missouri State Capital Chapter submitted to national 45 applications for membership and the application to establish a new chapter.  The Missouri State Capital Chapter was tile first chapter to formulate under the new guideline that stipulated a minimum of 45 members to charter a chapter.  On June 22, 1993, Lynette Schick, representing the SGMP National Board, presented the charter to and installed the first slate of officers of tile Missouri State Capital Chapter of the Society of Government Meeting Planners.

To all involved, it seemed the sky would be the limit.  Little did we know the trials and tribulations we would face down tile road.


The chapter president resigned her position within two weeks of the installation ceremony.  Over the course of the next two years, the fledgling board was plagued with instability as the board members were constantly changing, including three different presidents within the first year.  The chapter has yet to have an elected board stay in office through a full term.  While the board as continuously struggled with starting over from the beginning, the chapter has continued to flourish as membership steadily increased, programs developed and the loyalty of the members has been unparalleled, as proven by the chapter’s receipt of the award for highest percentage of member retention each year the first two years following its charter.  By the end of the chapter’s second year, it was the largest chapter in a state of three chapters.  Its membership has bonded together into friendships and is recognized by the office of the governor.


Following elections in 1995, it appeared that the chapter was finally able to put all of the Turmoil behind.  The new board consisted of President - Larry Kloud, Division of Child Support Enforcement;  Planner Vice-President - Gloria Schmitz, Department of Labor and Industrial Relations;  Supplier Vice-President - Teresa Riley, Ramada Inn-Jefferson City;  Secretary - Debbie Bruns, Missouri Department of Natural Resources;  Treasurer - Tom Bradrick, Columbia Convention and Visitors Bureau;  Planner Director - Rose Marie Hopkins, Missouri Department of Natural Resources;  Supplier Director - Mark Maly, Holiday Inn - Lake Ozark; and Planner/Supplier Director - Shelly Lock, Division of Family Services.  The newly elected board held a planning meeting and everything seemed to be well on its way.  Within two months, Shelly Lock resigned her position on the board and at the November board retreat, Becky Steur, Marriott’s Tan-Tar-A, was appointed to fulfill the remainder of her term.  Immediately following the board retreat, President Larry Kloud submitted his resignation from the board.  The board appointed Debbie Brims, Missouri Department of Natural Resources, and chapter secretary, to fulfill the remainder of Larry’s term as president.  The board then appointed Brenda Record, Division of Family Services, to fill the remainder of the Secretary’s term.


Now that everything had been re-aligned, it was time to move forward.  But wait - yet one more setback occurred.  Following the release of the chapter’s treasurer from his place of employment, it was discovered that the chapter’s liabilities appeared to exceed its assets.  After many long hours of research, the board learned that cash collected at chapter events had not been deposited into the chapter’s bank account.  Once again, the chapter and its members had to begin all over; a place that we had been too many times before.  With the dedicated efforts of the board and the enthusiasm and understanding of the chapter members, we did not skip a beat as we continued to progress forward.  Within two months, our chapter was in the “black” once again.  With some outside legal assistance, the board was able to regain all of its funds within six months.  As is the case in any situation, one learns from one’s mistakes.  The Missouri State Capital Chapter has gained only strength from this challenge.


December 1993 brought the first chapter Holiday Extravaganza event.  Through the generosity of the Lake of the Ozarks area membership of SGMP, the chapter was able to combine its first fundraising effort with its first social holiday celebration.  The format for the chapter’s Holiday Extravaganza was a dine-around ending with a silent auction.  The festivities began in Jefferson City where the Ramada Inn hosted a happy hour prior to boarding a bus and departing on a lively trip to the Lake of the Ozarks.  The Lake of the Ozarks Convention and Visitors Bureau sponsored the transportation.  The first course of the dinner was hosted by the Lodge of the Four Seasons where an abundance of appetizers and a full salad bar awaited attendees.  To accompany this course, a performance of holiday music was given by a local youth group of bell-ringers.  The Holiday Inn Lake Ozark hosted the next course.  A fabulous meal of prime rib and shrimp was served and when everyone had thought they could hold no more, we loaded up and headed to the Inn at Grand Glaize where a chocolate smorgasbord awaited us.  Some of the members felt like they needed to he rolled out the door as we boarded the bus for the final destination of the evening, Marriott’s Tan-Tar-A Resort.  Tan-Tar-A and Marina Bay Resort hosted the silent auction with after-dinner drinks.  With the tremendous support of the lake area members and the generosity of other SGMP members across the country, this first chapter fundraising effort netted the chapter nearly $1,000 to use toward scholarships for the next year’s National Education Conference.  Upon the conclusion of the silent auction, everyone climbed aboard the bus for the final time and headed back to Jefferson City.  Needless to say, the return trip to Jefferson City was extremely quiet.

The Holiday Extravaganza has become a much-anticipated highlight each year for the chapter.  Through 1997, the event was hosted by the Lake of the Ozarks area SCMP members and has been a tremendous success.  The amount of proceeds to the chapter as a result of this event has steadily increased each year.  

· In 1998 the Columbia Hotel Marketing Association hosted this event and did a wonderful job!  The highlight of the evening was a Wayne Newton concert at the University of Missouri starting and ending at the Ramada Inn Columbia.

· 1999’s Holiday Extravaganza was held in Jefferson City.  Highlights of that Extravaganza included horse-drawn carriage rides, caroling by The Missourians in the rotunda of the capitol building and lots of food and drink at Capital Plaza Hotel, Madison Café and Ramada Inn Jefferson City.

· The holiday season of 2000 found us celebrating the Holiday Extravaganza in St. Charles, Missouri sponsored by the St. Charles CVB.  Appetizers were served at the Train Depot, dinner at the Mother-in-Laws House, shopping in old town St. Charles, and desserts (galore!!!) back at the Train Depot.  There were three hotels that offered free rooms for the night – Baymont Inn, Holiday Inn Select St. Peters and Holiday Inn Wentzville.

· In 2001 we were back at the Lake of the Ozarks area.  Appetizers, cocktails and silent auction at the historic Willmore Lodge.  A bus then shuttled the guests to the Tropic Island Cruise Yacht for a dinner cruise.  Then . . . back to the Willmore for desserts, cordials and final silent auction.  This event was sponsored by the Lake of the Ozarks CVB.  Rooms at a discounted rate were offered to attendees at the Holiday Inn Sunspree, Lodge of Four Seasons and Tan-Tar-A.
